Membership
Membership fees for the 1 Apr 20 – 31 Mar 21 season will rise to £30. This year has seen an increase for the first time in 10 years. This rise is unavoidable if we are to maintain the activity levels and not increase fees to attend matches. It also means that those people who have joined largely for the trade account access are contributing more. The membership application form for Apr 20 to Mar 21 is now available from the Association’s social media pages, and is also being emailed to all current members with this letter. Membership is available to all serving members of the Naval Service and Veterans (proof of service will be required when first joining). To take part in Association fixtures it is necessary to be a member so that you are covered by the Angling Trust Insurance. The Association is to be joined in advance of attending a match by sending in the form to me and making suitable payment - all instructions are on the form. We have had issues with match organisers being expected to take membership payments, with the paperwork then not making its way to the Membership Secretary. Those running fixtures have enough to do without taking on administrative activities, therefore no one will be eligible for selection for any match unless already a member by the selection deadline. I must stress, if you are not a member you will not be able to take part in an event, and you are unlikely to be selected for representative teams.
Payment
To be a member, or continue with Life Membership, a form must be submitted every year. Data protection regulations mean we cannot keep your details indefinitely. Each year there are membership issues for people who do not follow these simple instructions:

Forms – If possible, complete electronically and send via email. This eradicates poor handwriting issues. If not, please send to my home address above.

If bank transfer is not possible then a cheque payable to the RNRMAA can be posted with the form.
Trade Accounts

The ever-increasing number of trade accounts clearly demonstrates the growing support to the Service from the angling industry and provides some fantastic offers to our membership covering all disciplines of angling. Companies include, but are not limited to: Century, Korda, Guru, Dynamite, Fox, Nash, Airflo, Snowbee, CC Moore, Sticky Baits, Ridge Monkey, Spotted Fin and Pallatrax. Maver UK also provide discount to the Coarse Match Squad.  Full details and order instructions can be found within the RNRMAA Forum found at www.rnandrm.org.uk/yabb2/YaBB.pl and www.rnrmaa.com and in the Association Facebook Pages. These trade deals are a privilege to the Association. We will lose the contracts if any our members are found to be abusing them. These accounts are for personal use only and anyone found to using them for other purposes will have their membership terminated with immediate effect. Service personnel could also face disciplinary action.

Membership cards
This year it has been decided that we will not be sending out membership cards. They are very rarely used and the cessation of them saves the Association money and time. On completion of your application you will be added to the membership list held by the sections and you will receive a confirmation email from the membership secretary. The first time you book in for a match this will be checked.
Colours

The Association issues colours in the form of a tie. The ties are awarded to all serving anglers who have been selected and represented at Inter Service level. Serving members who have previously represented at Inter Services are able to request a tie, whilst entitled retired members may purchase one for a nominal fee of £10.
Finally
I say this every year, but it still seems to be an issue for some. I need both the form and a payment confirmation from the Treasurer before you are a member. If I don’t have both, then you are not a member. Life Members need not make the payment but must still submit the form. We have over 200 members many of whom seem to make mistakes in their applications, so if you can also provide me with evidence in the form of a screen shot or a print out of your payment transaction then it can speed up the process between myself and the Treasurer. 
Lastly, please take the time to familiarise yourself with our constitution. It is partly to help you understand the organisation and running of the Association in accordance with the requirements of JSP 660. The Committee puts in many hours working behind the scenes within the current regulations and financial constraints to achieve as much as possible for the Association. We are always glad to see fresh faces helping to ensure we truly represent the best interests of our membership. Good luck to all those competing this year, let’s make sure we continue to maintain the highest standards while out on the bank and bring back that silverware!
